Preface 

Michael Madhusudan Memorial College is located at Durgapur City Centre in Burdwan 

District of West Bengal and registered under 2(f) and 12(B) of the UGC Act is submitting the 

Self Study Report (SSR) for Assessment and Accreditation in the Second Cycle. The College 

was started its journey from 1996 and it became affiliated to Burdwan University from 

beginning, i.e. August 1996. At present the college is in a state of transition as regards its 

status of affiliation. The college has been affiliated to the KaziNazrul University, Asansol 

from 23
rd

 June, 2015. Now, a few words regarding introduction of the college should be 

stated to explore its status. 

In the steel city, Durgapur it is second co-educational general degree college was establish to 

address the growing need to accommodate huge number of students of the locality and offer 

higher education opportunity in Durgapur Subdivision of Burdwan University. Individuals 

from different fold of the society-people representatives, social workers, educationists, 

politicians, businessmen and after all local people had the strong intension that such an 

institution was essential to fulfil the dreams of aspirants and develop useful human resources 

for local and global need. In this respect, at very beginning the college was started with three 

teaching staff and three non-teaching staff under supervision of Principal, Womenôs College, 

Durgapur as Principal-in-charge of this College in Vidyasagar Primary school campus, City 

Centre, Durgapur. The same year 15 acre land was donated to the college by 

AsansoDurgapur Development Authority (ADDA) to establish its own campus at Kabi Guru 

Sarani near City Centre, Durgapur. Presently college is running in two stored building and 

another annex academic block construction is already started. 

The first milestone of the college was the introduction of Honours in English and Geography in 

2000. The second milestone was the introduction of professional courses in B.B.A (H) and 

B.C.A. (H). Later on courses in Science stream was opened in Computer Science (H), Physics 

(H), Microbiology (H), Mathematics (H), Zoology (G), Chemistry (G) etc. At present the college 

runs successfully 20 departments out of which 13 courses are having Honours (English, Bengali, 

Geography, History, Philosophy, Education, Physics, Mathematics, Computer Science, 

Microbiology, Accountancy), including two (02) Professional courses on B.B.A. (H) and B.C.A. 

(H) and seven (07) General courses on Political Science, Economics, Hindi, Sanskrit, Music, 

Chemistry, Zoology etc. 
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The main objective of the college is not only to impart knowledge but to inculcate in them - 

wisdom, compassion and humanitarian spirit along with quality education. We have multi-

cultural student population; hence we shouldteach them the importance of tolerance and 

respecting each other's culture. Also, discipline, integrity, value-education are the very 

foundation of an institute which are our utmost priority.   

The focus of the College is upon professional courses. The introduction of Bachelor in Business 

Administration (BBA) Bachelor in Computer Application (BCA) self-financevocational courses, 

Information Technology etc. is the step taken towards equipping the students with the necessary 

aptitude, competence and professional skill. There is ample opportunity to the students of the 

locality to avail general degrees from the institution at the same time they may develop their 

professional skill, aptitude, self-confidence  to explore themselves in the global competitive 

world. Several training courses, workshops, seminars are arranged time to time for the benefit of 

the students to expose them for job opportunity and motivation in higher education. IT 

professional, management organizations, different companies are coming to the campus for 

different purposes in terms of studentôs promotional aspect, employment opportunity, scope of 

higher studies etc.  

The healthy practice of the college is that there are NSS and NCC units actively running with 

over-all activities throughout the year in terms of Blood donation camp, free health check-up 

camp, different awareness campaign etc.  

The college establishes most notable example of harmonious co-existence amidst the plurality of 

languages and culture. It has vibrant alumni who are successfully established in different parts of 

country and abroad. We are enriched by their continuous help and cooperation in various aspects. 

The Placement Cell of the college successfully caters to the job opportunities for students. 

Establishment of new academic block for Geography Laboratory, class rooms, Smart class room 

and Language Lab are added to the existing infrastructure. The college has one canteen, a 

gymnasium, a well-stocked and equipped Library, besides gender sensitization & grievance 

Redressal Cell, an Anti-Ragging Cell. A dedicated Bank branch is available in college campus 

for fees collection and other services related to financial transaction. 

An internet link has been developed campus ïwide for students, teachers, researchers and staff. 

The reforms have been introduced in college administrative works like, implementation of 

COSA, e-Billing, e-Prodhan, as well as in Library documentation (KOHA), online admission, 

and fees collection through banking system.

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Executive Summary  

 
Mi chael Madhusudan Memorial College, established in 1996 and affiliated to the 

University of Burdwan, had a humble beginni ng with the traditional courses in Arts 

and Commerce. The Institute always tried to grow in tune with the demand of the 

society and public. The first milestone of the college was the introduction of Honours in 

English and Geography in 2000. The second milestone was the introduction of 

professional courses in B.B.A (H) and B.C.A (H). Later on courses in Science stream was 

opened in Physics, Microbiology, Mathematics, Zoology, Chemistry. At present the 

college runs successfully 20 departments of which 11 courses are having Honours 

(English, Bengali, Geography, History, Philosophy, Education, Physics, Mathematics, 

Computer Science, Microbiology, Accountancy),  2 professional courses (B.B.A. and 

B.C.A.) and 7 pass courses (Political Science, Economics, Hindi, Sanskrit, Music, 

Chemistry, Zoology).  

          The Institution envisions the kind of College which would become the centre of 

excellence, with a wide spectrum of subjects catering to the needs of all categories of 

students. 

      The College is aware that Teaching- Learning and Evaluation is the most vital 

criterion Teaching and Non -Teaching staffs are recruited through proper procedures. 

Number of working and teaching days are mentioned in the Academic Calender. So 

that the teaching hours are maximized. The Teachers are encouraged to attend different 

faculty development programmes like  Orientation programmes, Refreshers Courses, 

Workshops and Seminars. The college believes in participatory management and so 

discussions between the Teachings, Non-Teaching staffs and the Principal are held for 

overall development of the College. The examination system of the college is basically 

on the traditional half yearly and annual examinations. Apart from this, regular class 

tests and interactive sessions are taken. 

       The activity of the Institute is not only confined to teaching and learning, but also 

there has been a lot of enthusiasm among the Faculties regarding research work. 14 

Teachers are pursuing individual research for Ph.D, 4 Faculties have been awarded 

Ph.D degree within last 4 years, 3 Faculties are engaged in UGC funded Minor Research 
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Project, 3 Faculties have applied for the same and one Faculty have completed a minor 

research project. 

     The Institution has the necessary infrastructure, with spacious classrooms, 

laboratories, library,  auditorium and gymnasium. But with the increase in the number 

of students and courses, the infrastructure was found not adequate enough. Hence the 

College Authority planned to construct extra classrooms.  4 Classrooms with an area of 

2400 sq.ft. were constructed to cope up with the inadequacy. The College has a branch 

of Central Bank of India. The College canteen caters to the need of the students and 

staff. The laboratories of Geography, Physics, and Computer  Science have been 

upgraded. 

       A green generator is installed for uninterrupted power supply. The college has Wi -fi 

facility and internet connections in the Office, Staffroom, Library and lab based 

Departments. CCTV cameras has been installed in nodal positions within the College to 

maintain law and order. A smart room and English language lab is on the make.  

The College takes necessary actions regarding studentsõ support and progression. 

Financial assistance in the form of fee waiver is extended to the students belonging to 

the BPL category. Students are made aware regarding Government Scholarships for SC, 

ST, Minority category and also of for girl students (Kanyashree). Students are 

encouraged to participate in Annual sports and cultural programs organized by 

Studentsõ Council. 

            The vision of the College is to prepare students who would understand and 

implement the value of education.  

            The mission is to nourish and nurture the spirit of secularism and promote the 

sense of national integration. 

       The Governing Body of the College and the Principal gives emphasis on quality 

education, formulate strategic plans and actions.  

          Separate sub-committees are formed with various responsibilities, to look into the 

concerned area and for overall development. Formal feedback is taken from the 

outgoing batch and based on the feedback (informally) from other stake holders, 

necessary corrective measures are taken. 

         So far as the financial conditions is concerned, the College stands on a strong 

footing. The sources of finance are studentsõ tuition fees, grants from State Government 
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and UGC. Income and expenditure are closely monitored by the Bursar, Head Clerk 

and the Accountant headed by the Principal. 

      The Best practices followed by the Institution are  

    1) Recruitment of Guest lecturers to help the students to cope up with the syllabus,  

where there is lack of adequate faculties. 

    2). Decentralized Management where the participatory concept of management is 

applied. All decisio ns are finalized after proper discussions with the different Statuary 

and Non Statutory bodies. 

      To put in a nutshell, Michael Madhusudan Memorial College has achieved much 

within one and a half decade but much remains to be done. 

    The College believes in producing quality students who are fired with zeal and 

endowed with the quality of head and heart, and who would become ideal citizens, free 

from provincialism, regionalism. Such students would be pride and an asset to the 

country.
